crisis, choice, calm, comfort but
the most grand of all “C” words is
CHRIST and CROSS!!! | want to en-
courage all of us with some scrip-
tures that addresses each of these
words.

@lféig 2 Corinthians 4:8-11 (AMP) We are pres-
sured in every way [hedged in], but not crushed; per-
plexed [unsure of finding a way out], but not driven
to despair; 9 hunted down and persecuted, but not
deserted [to stand alone]; struck down, but never
destroyed; 10 always carrying around in the body the
dying of Jesus, so that the [resurrection] life of Je-
sus also may be shown in our body. 11 For we who
live are constantly [experiencing the threat of] being
handed over to death for Jesus’ sake, so that the [res-
urrection] life of Jesus also may be evidenced in our
mortal body [which is subject to death].

%('CE/ Colossians 3:2 (AMP) Set your mind and keep

focused habitually on the things above [the heavenly
things], not on things that are on the earth [which have
only temporal value].

@ﬁ&% John 14:27(AmP) Peace | leave with you; My [per-
fect] peace | give to you; not as the world gives do | give to

you. Do not let your heart be troubled, nor let it be afraid.
[Let My perfect peace calm you in every circumstance and
give you courage and strength for every challenge.]
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Practice the presence of God when
a storm comes against you; you'll
realize that it’s a perfect opportu-
nity to establish peace even more.
When you rest in God, the wind and
the waves cannot touch you. Resting
in God means we are powered by the
internal presence of the Almighty,
not the external storm.

2 Corinthians 1:3-4 (AmP) Blessed [gratefully
praised and adored] be the God and Father of our Lord

@lﬂéS Galatians 3:13 (vsG) Christ redeemed us from
that self-defeating, cursed life by absorbing it complete-
ly into himself. Do you remember the Scripture that says,
“Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”? That is what
happened when Jesus was nailed to the cross: He became
a curse, and at the same time dissolved the curse.
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
